e The total number of trees the project will plant either on the site

or elsewhere on campus will result in a 1:1 ratio of trees

harvested to trees planted.

e The trees harvested from the site will be re-used for a variety of
purposes, including being made into lumber, furniture, and
fencing. Small branches and twigs will be chipped and added to
the University’s mulch supply to be used on campus and at the
Arboretum.

e 68 existing trees on or adjacent to the project site were saved
through careful placement of the building and working with
existing site grades. For example, a small bridge is being built to
span over the critical root zone of a trio of Red Oak trees
southwest of the building so that the accessible path along the
building would not compromise their health.

e The forest-like “Grove” north of the building will be expanded to
the west and create an even more wooded character to this side

of Stevens Way.
