Course Description:

Digital Marketing is the third course in “Marketing Analytics” specialization sequence. The course is
designed to help you understand the digital marketing landscape using quantitative methods. While
MKTG 566 has no formal prerequisite, students are strongly encouraged to take other courses in the
specialization (MKTG 562 and MKTG 564) before registering in this course. The goal of the course is to
introduce some of the core concepts of digital marketing, and to use a quantitative approach to develop
optimal marketing strategies. MKTG 566 equips you with a solid analytical foundation to evaluate
digital opportunities, marketing strategies, and online business models. The course is targeted at
students considering careers in technology and consulting as well as those who are planning to start
their own companies.
